Educational Catalog Flyer

Take Your Child(ren) to the Supermarket

A toolkit is being developed for interested retailers and consumers.  The toolkit will include all materials and information needed by retailers to participate and promote the activity.  Information from the toolkit will also be placed on www.fruitsandveggiesmorematters.org for parents who are interested in taking their child to the supermarket as a way to increase awareness, interest, and consumption of fruits and veggies.  The information will easily allow for any interested parent to participate in this activity even if their local supermarket does not.
Get Smart Tips

The latest Get Smart tips are currently available to all coordinators and can be found at http://www.pbhfoundation.org/educators/professional/.  The tips will highlight the topics of Back to School, On a Budget, and Entertaining.  The tips will be introduced to consumers at the beginning of September and then placed on the fruitsandveggiesmorematters web site.  PBH is working with CDC on retooling the Get Smart tips for low-literacy.
Press Release Templates

As in March, PBH will provide a press release template that can be customized and sent to local media within each state.  The press release will highlight September as National Fruits & Veggies—More Matters Month and identify available resources (i.e. Get Smart tips and brochures, toolkits, etc.).
National Day of Play

PBH is currently in discussions with the Alliance for a Healthier Generation about a potential partnership highlighting the National Day of Play (last Saturday of September).  The purpose of this day is to encourage families to ‘get up, get out, and learn about the benefits of physical activity and healthy eating.’  The Alliance has identified 47 communities (listed below) throughout the country in which to hold a National Day of Play event.  Last year the events were held in large, open, public spaces such as parks to allow for large crowds.

PBH is very interested in participating in the National Day of Play, but are limited by resources.  We are, therefore, asking if any State Nutrition Coordinator would be interested in helping to man a booth at the identified community within the applicable state.  In addition to promoting information on Fruits & Veggies—More Matters, each coordinator would be able to hand-out information on programs and services within their respective state.  PBH is currently seeking financial support for give-aways to be available at each booth.  PBH would also share contact information between our licensed retailers and State Fruit & Vegetable Nutrition Coordinators for collaborative efforts such as food sampling.
